Meet the Leadership Team 
 
~From Pastor Duaneôs Blog, November 13, 2009  
As part of the Missouri Annual Conferenceôs commitment to creating healthy and fruitful congrega-
tions, we changed the basic leadership structure of EUMC at the recent Church Conference. Using 
churches like Church of the Shepherd (St. Charles) and Sunrise UMC (OôFallon) as models, the new 
structure is a simplified organization that allows for growth and adjustment as we see necessary. 
The Leadership Team is a core group of people that functions as an advisory group to the Pastor; as 
a policy making body for the church, and as a team of leaders that both help set goals for the EUMC 
and monitor our overall effectiveness. 
Although it combines the work of Ad. Council, Finance, Pastor-Parish and Trustees, it is not in-
tended to simply be a ñsuper-committeeò. The LT will meet with me 9 times in 2010 on the second 
Sunday of the month for approximately 2 hours. The first part of the meeting will focus on learning, 
prayer and fellowship. The second part will be focused on issues related to the church ð weôll still 
use a ñFruitfulness Reportò as a basis for the meeting like the Ad. Council has done this past year. 
(The ñFruitfulness Reportò focuses on how we are doing in the 5 Practices ð Passionate Worship, 
Intentional Faith Development, Risk-taking Missions, Radical Hospitality and Extravagant Generos-
ity). Weôll set goals for EUMC and hold each other accountable for results. 
Key in all of this is the development of Christian leaders ð people who have strong faith in Jesus 
Christ, who live out that faith, who can and do share their faith, and who support the church with 
their prayers, presence, gifts, service and witness. 
NOTHING ABOUT THIS NEW STRUCTURE IS SET IN STONE!!! In other words we can and will 
make adjustments as we move forward. We plan to learn and change as the church grows. 
Here is the Leadership Team: 
(By the name of some of these persons is a designation. This means that when we discuss or act in 
certain areas they will take the lead. For instance when we discuss issues related to property, those 
with trustee designation will lead the discussion ð they will not constitute a separate committee).

In addition to the Leadership Team, we have several other positions: Financial Secretary ð Len 
Schulte; Treasurer (Corporate Secretary) Peggy McCartney; Historian ð Brenda Collins. 
As part of the Consultation Process we are putting together a Prayer Team and a Vision Task Force 
Also, each of the staff members is being asked to develop a team in their area of ministry that will 
support them, help them vision and lead, pray for them and grow with them in their knowledge and 
understanding of Jesus Christ. 
This is a basic structure and we can alter it or adjust it as needed (the Consultation Process may 
lead to some recommendations for structure). The core ideas behind all of this are: develop Chris-
tian leaders, free more people to do hands-on ministry, and focus the church on itôs central task ð 
make disciples for Jesus Christ!

Who utters such words? If  you answered a farmer you answered correctly!  
Figures from the US government indicate that approximately 1,000,000 indi-
viduals earn their primary income as farmers.  That all changed in June, 2009. 
Facebook added an application called òFarmvilleó in June and since then it has 
grown tremendously, to the point that now there are 72 million òvirtualó farm-
ers planting, harvesting, and tending to other chores associated with farming.  
22 million log on at least once a day to tend to their farm. The chances are that 
you or at the very least someone that you know have a one of  these new farms.  
Space does not allow a full description of òFarmvilleó but in short you plant, 
you harvest, you invite friends to be your òneighborsó, and as a result of all of 
this your farm and the farm of your òneighborsó all benefit.  I personally do 
not participate in òFarmvilleó but I can imagine that there is something fasci-
nating about planting seeds, waiting for the harvest, and inviting your friends to 
share in the fun. 

This all sounds strangely familiar as you look to Godõs Word.  Jesus shares with 
His disciples the òparable of the soweró in Mark 4:1-20, drawing a parallel be-
tween the Gospel message and farming, something they were most likely very 
familiar with.  Seeds of  the Gospel are sown on four different types of  soil, 
yielding four different results.  Some of  the seeds get taken away by the birds 
of  the air, some took root and quickly withered away, some took root and were 
choked by the weeds, and some flourished and yielded grain a hundredfold. 
God has chosen YOU and me to plant the seeds of  the Gospel message into 
the hearts of  people which He has placed in our lives--what a privilege!  The 
seeds we plant are further nourished by others and then God provides the 
growth. Could God do all of  this on His own? Sure.  But for us to be included 
in His plan of redemptionéamazing!  Jesus stated it well in the Great Com-
mission from Matthew 28:19-20 òGo therefore and make disciples of  all na-
tions, baptizing in the name of  the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit and teaching 
them to obey everything I have commanded you.ó (Emphasis mine) We are 
to go, seek and search out the lost, plant seeds, and await a bountiful harvest.  
Adrian Rogers stated it well, òafter all itõs what we sow that multiplies, not what 
we keep in the barn.ó 

I encourage all Farmville farmers to do well, and from what I have seen many 
of  you have developed some very impressive farms!  Our March 7th MUCK 
will be based on FARMVILLE and Jesusõ teaching on the òparable of the 
soweró and the Great Commission.  You are encouraged to dress like farmers 
(or ranchers). If you do have a òfarmó to print a copy and bring it with youñ
the more farms we have represented the better!  There will be 
some contests involving the farms! Invite your ôneighborsõ to 
join us as we lift the name of  Jesus and offer up passionate 
praise and worship!
